Townee Jr), Andy Scott (Ralph, Neo executive), Sheena Ferguson (Marta), Donna Burningham (Irene), Kirstin Sieben (ensemble). However, 
Claudia starts to fall in love with the fair and an over-apologetic board member (Harry played by Perry Stang), and her heart leads her 
away from her sister and down a path she’s unprepared for.     Needing the money to pay off a large, secret gambling debt owed to Boris 
(Jim Kowalski), DJ must do whatever it takes to sell the            fair – even if that means sabotaging her sister’s new romantic relationship. 
Betrayals, imposters, and mistaken identity lead to sister battling sister in a winner-take-all Messina County Dixie Derby competition to 
save the fair. The play is loosely inspired by Shakespeare’s Much Ado About Nothing and was full of country hits like “Chicken Fried,” “Hey 
Good Lookin’,” “The House That Built Me,” “Thank God I’m a Country Boy” and so many others.
