He 
then told us how his day went that day, from when he got the call at 
work, to getting to the accident scene, to getting on STARS and 
getting to the Saskatoon Hospital. He touched all of us very deeply 
and I’m sure none of us will ever forget his heartfelt words and grati-
tude.  He told us to keep on doing what we are doing.  That we shall 
do Sir!! That we shall do!!  Thank you for your courage and support!!
