Thank you also to all the
places we work at who let us take off at any time and allow us to do
what we are doing. This privilege is not taken for granted!! Thank
you also to our spouses and families who have to listen to door
opening and closing at all hours of the day and night. Showers at all
hours and helping with the extra laundry that comes home from
each call. Your love, support, and understanding is truly helping us
get through this!!

Remember it is harvest time again and all the big equipment will be
out on the roads at all times of the day and night. Please use extra
care and patience around these machines. You can see them but
they might not be able to see you. Also (sorry for this kids) but
school will be starting up again, so use extra caution when driving
while the students are going to and from school!

That’s it from the hall. It has been quite a month. Please be safe
everyone and let’s have a safe harvest season!!!!
